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Frequently Asked Questions 

Where is it taking place?

This year’s pantomime will be taking place in the Galleon Games Hall, which will be 

transformed into a purpose-built auditorium, a transformation fit for a fairytale.

How do you get in? 

You won’t need to go through the Gallion’s main reception – oh no you won’t! The 

purpose-built auditorium has its own special entrance, so you can head straight in for the 

show.

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Just as you’d expect from a proper theatre, our auditorium features tiered seating, giving 

everyone a brilliant view of the stage. You’ll see every glittery costume, every silly face, and 

every bit of slapstick fun in the show.
